The primary aim of the Sangathan
is to provide, establish, endow, maintain, control and manage the Central Schools (Kendriya
Vidyalayas) located all over India and abroad. The Govt. of India wholly finances the
Sangathan. It runs approximately 1141 Kendriya Vidyalayas including three abroad, five
Zonal Institutes of Education and Training and twenty five Regional Offices spread across
the country.
